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Effective October 1, 2009, plastic bottles, wooden pallets and oil filters 
will join the list of materials banned from all North Carolina landfills. Used oil, lead-acid batteries, aluminum cans, scrap tires, ABC beverage containers, oyster shells, yard waste, antifreeze and appliances are all materials that are currently banned from landfills. The State of North Carolina has a goal for improving plastic recycling efforts, which should lead to improvements in both the environment and economic conditions. City of King residents are encouraged to increase their recycling efforts by using the Recycling Drop-Off Center on West King Street (Old Hwy. 52). This site is open every Friday and Saturday from 8:00 am to 6:00 pm and accepts aluminum cans, glass, plastic, steel cans, cardboard, magazines, office paper and newsprint. Yard waste is collected curbside every Wednesday from April to the second week in October. White goods (appliances) are collected curbside once a year in the spring.
