KING SENIOR SERVICES ADVISORY BOARD

REGULAR MEETING

JANUARY 9, 2008


The King Senior Services Advisory Board met at the King Senior Center on Wednesday, January 9, 2008, at 10:00 AM.  Members in attendance were Wanda Roberson, Peggy Taylor, Mary Alderman, Susie Grabs, H.P. Patterson, Tom Southern, and Beth O’Neal.  Also attending were Director Suzan Garner and Mayor Jack Warren.  


The meeting was called to order and the invocation offered by Chairman Tom Southern.  Chairman Southern noted the announcements in the agenda.  


The minutes of the December 12, 2007, regular meeting were reviewed.  Suzan noted that the birthday celebration for Robert Carroll had been changed to February 3, 2008.  Peggy Taylor made a motion to approve the minutes; second by H.P. Patterson.  The motion was unanimously approved by a vote of 7-0.  


Director Suzan Garner reported on LAST MONTHS ACTIVITIES AT THE SENIOR CENTER.  

1. The snowflake making class in honor of Bill Johnson was covered in the Stokes News with a nice article and picture.  We will send a copy to the Bill Johnson Trust.   
2. The Rural Hall Independent did a nice article on the Christmas Party which was held on December 21.  This function was well attended and those who came enjoyed live music by the Hourglass Band and dancing.  

3. There was a clean up day on December 28 where attendees and volunteers helped Suzan clean out the back room.  

4. New Year’s lunch on Friday before New Year’s Day featured the traditional southern New Year’s meal and was well attended.  

5. Suzan reported that the Year End Donation Letter yielded $575 so far.  Suzan mailed a personalized letter to about 60 select businesses with a return envelope, calendar, in honor or in memory of card.  The stamps for this were donated.  A $75 general donation has also been received.  She felt this was a cost effective solicitation and also enables her to glean some information about which businesses to eliminate from future mailings for non-responsive or incorrect 

address, etc.  Suzan plans to do another donation drive in honor of grandparents closer to Grandparent’s day.

Suzan’s report continued with information about FUTURE ACTIVITIES AT THE SENIOR CENTER.

1. The indoor flea market is scheduled for January 19, 2008, a Saturday.  Three marketers have requested and paid for a booth.  Suzan will use a space in the Community Bulletin Board section of the Stokes News to publicize this as well as a notice in the Winston-Salem Journal.  She has also notified civic groups and will put up signs.  Baked goods/refreshments and coffee will be offered for sale as well.
2. The Sharps & Flats group will come to entertain on February 13 (Wednesday) at 1:30.  Punch and cookies will be served.  

3. Suzan hopes to organize a sweetheart dance later in the spring.  The group that entertained at the Christmas Party (the Hourglass Band) has agreed to an encore performance.  The theme will be “Senior” Prom complete with grandchildren chaperones, etc.  This will probably be in the evening in the late spring when the daylight hours are longer.  
4. All the scheduled computer classes are full.

5. Pat Adkins chair exercise class has started on Fridays at 2:00. 11 people attended the first class.  This class is free to participants.  Suzan expects attendance to build.  

A general discussion of budget/finance concerns was led by HP Patterson.  In addition to the donations received, the $10,000 allotted by Stokes County has been received.  The $1000 grant from the Bill Johnson Trust will be forthcoming as soon as Suzan sends a letter outlining what the funds were used for.  The same procedure applies to the funds available from the COG (approximately $6,000.) Beth O’Neal made a motion that the discussion of finances that has been tabled for 2 meetings be placed at the head of the agenda for next meeting and that we request Manager John Cater to attend that portion of the meeting with us.  We should also notify “financial advisor” Derek Edwards that this will be at the top of the agenda.  Susie Grabs seconded the motion; approval was unanimous by a vote of 7-0.  
All agenda items having been addressed, the meeting was adjourned.
