



MINUTES

KING SENIOR SERVICES ADVISORY BOARD

REGULAR MEETING

DECEMBER 12, 2007

Before the meeting was called to order, the Board welcomed new board member Wanda Robertson.  Wanda introduced herself and told us about her family and experience; she has a background of working with publicity with The Stokes News which will be a valuable asset to public relations for the Board.  

The King Senior Services Advisory Board met at the King Senior Center on Wednesday, December 12, 2007, at 10:00 a.m.  Members in attendance: Wanda Robertson, Joe Perkins, H.P. Patterson, Peggy Taylor, Mary Alderman, Beth O’Neal, Tom Southern.

The meeting was called to order and the invocation offered by Chairman Tom Southern.  

Chairman Southern noted the announcements in the Agenda.  
The minutes of the November 14, 2007 regular meeting were reviewed.  Suzan noted the spelling correction of “YVETTI  “ to “YVEDDI”.  Joe Perkins made a motion to accept the minutes; second by HP Patterson.  The minutes were unanimously approved.

ORGANIZATIONAL MEETING:  After a brief discussion of officers for the upcoming year.  Joe Perkins made a motion to continue with current officers.  Peggy Taylor seconded the motion.  The floor was opened for further nominations of officers.  When none were offered, Peggy Taylor moved that nominations be closed;seconded by Mary Alderman.  Vote to approve the current slate of officers for the upcoming year was unanimous.  Chairman-Tom Southern; Vice Chairman-H.P.Patterson; Secretary-Beth O’Neal.  It was suggested that Derek Edwards be designated as the Board’s “Financial Advisor” which was unanimously endorsed by the members of the Board.  Members of last year’s board whose terms expired were Suzy Grabs, Peggy Taylor, and Ted Carmichael.  Suzy and Peggy will continue on the Board for additional 3 year terms;  the new member of the Board is Wanda Robertson, also appointed for a 3 year term.  
RECENT AND FUTURE EVENTS: Suzan Garner provided a report of recent and upcoming events.  Nearly 100 people attended the Bob Carroll presentation and cook-out.  Mr. Carroll’s 100th birthday celebration will be February 2, 2008, at Mount Olive Church.  There was some concern about publicity.  Chairman Southern suggested more direct communication with area church senior groups would be advantageous; perhaps by email.  Suzan has sent a letter of appreciation to Mr. and Mrs. Plunk for the cook-out.
The bus trip to the Billy Graham Library was successful.  40 people attended.  44 had signed up but 4 were unable to attend at the last minute and replacements were not available.  Attendees were encouraged to offer suggestions for future trips they would enjoy.  Publicity was discussed again.  Wanda offered to help Suzan coordinate an email list for a contact for church senior groups.  Wanda also suggested we might be able to get a regular column in the Stokes News if we are willing to write it ourselves and submit it.  She will coordinate with Suzan.  

The King of Spades Garden Club did the floral decorations for Christmas in the center.  Peggy was asked to express our appreciation to them.  

A Computer Basics II class will start January 3 and is full.  Participants over 65 years of age are able to enroll for only a $3 charge.  Forsyth Tech also can and did help with scholarships for one enrollee who needed assistance.  The Computer Basics I class starting in February is also full.  
Suzan is working to coordinate craft and dance classes. Some dance and exercise classes are starting; attendance is building gradually.  She hopes to offer quilting and possibly flower arranging in conjunction with the garden club soon.  Transportation is a primary issue.  We could use volunteers to help participants come and go.  For special occasions like to upcoming Christmas party after lunch upstairs, YVEDDI is helpful and waits for participants to do both activities at no charge to the center.

BUDGET REVIEW:  The expenditure statement and detail report provided in the agenda were reviewed.  The incoming credits were the $10,000 received from Stokes County we believe, a donation from the American Legion Auxiliary earmarked for card tables, and another donation.  Expenditures to expect in the next period include instructor expense for the Chi Kung class.  Suzan plans to send out a “Donations Welcome” letter to area businesses before the end of the tax year.  
BILL JOHNSON TRUST:  The Senior Center received a $1000 grant from the Bill Johnson Trust.  We have sent our confirmation back to them.  The funds should become available once we send in the paperwork showing the expenses for which the funds will be used.  We are also planning a “snowflake” event in honor of the grant;  Bill Johnson was well known for making paper snowflakes.  This will take place December 18th.  

FUNDRAISING IDEAS:  Suzan mentioned that she had a suggestion for an indoor yard sale.  This is tentatively scheduled for January 19, a Saturday that will not interfere with regular activities.  Vendors will rent booths inside to market the wares.  Refreshments can also be available for sale.  

All agenda items having been covered, the meeting was adjourned at this time by Chairman Southern.
