
MINUTES

King Senior Services Advisory Board

Regular Meeting

April 12, 2007

The City of King Senior Services Advisory Committee met at King Recreation Acres on Wednesday, April 12, 2007, at 10:00 a.m.  Present were:  Chairman Tom Southern, Vice-Chairman Howell Patterson, Committee Members Derek Edwards, Beth O’Neal, Mary Alderman, Joe Perkins, Ted Carmichael, and Peggy Taylor, Mayor Jack Warren, City Clerk Tammy Hatley,  Superintendent of Public Works Ricky Lewis, Public Works Building Custodian Sharon White, Public Works/Utilities Secretary Gina Calloway and Susan Maxey of the Stokes Volunteer Center.
Chairman Southern called the meeting to order at this time and offered the invocation.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Derek Edwards made a motion to approve the March 14, 2007, and March 23, 2007, called meeting minutes as presented.  Peggy Taylor seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 8-0.
OLD BUSINESS
Budget

At this time Derek Edwards presented board members and staff with a copy of the budget request worksheet.  After much discussion Derek Edwards made a motion to submit the modified proposed budget to the King City Manager on April 12, 2007.  Beth O’Neal seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 8-0.  Members of the board asked that they be notified which evening the King City Council would consider their request.
It was the consensus of the committee to request that the King City Council set up a budget line item for any rental income from the Senior Center and that this income be used as a revenue source for funding the King Senior Center.
Susan Maxey of the Stokes Volunteer Center stated that she would be interested in renting office space in the building if it were available.  It was the consensus of the board to have this item placed on a future agenda.
Staffing

It was the consensus of the board to recommend that the King City Council hire a full time Senior Center Director to work forty (40) hours per week and report to a City employee.
ITEMS OF GENERAL CONCERN

Sharon White informed the Chairman and Board that she had been asked by participants in the lunch program if there would be transportation provided from the Senior Center if they stay after the lunch program. Many of the seniors are unable to drive.
It was the consensus of the Chairman and Board to have Mrs. Hatley contact the Walnut Cove Senior Center and ask how they handle the transportation issue and to find out if they have set a minimum age for participation in their program.
