
MINUTES

King Senior Services Advisory Board

Called Workshop Meeting

March 23, 2007

The City of King Senior Services Advisory Committee met at King Recreation Acres on Friday, March 23, 2007, at 10:00 a.m.  for the purpose of holding a called workshop meeting to discuss Purchase of Furniture and Equipment, Staffing and Budget.  Present were:  Chairman Tom Southern, Vice-Chairman Howell Patterson, Committee Members Derek Edwards, Mary Alderman, Joe Perkins, Ted Carmichael, and Peggy Taylor, City Clerk Tammy Hatley,  NWPCOG Area Agency of Aging Jessalyn Bridges, and Public Works Building Custodian Sharon White. Beth O’Neal was unable to attend.
Chairman Southern called the meeting to order at this time and offered the invocation.

OLD BUSINESS
Purchase of Furniture and Equipment
Peggy Taylor reported to the Board, the furniture/equipment subcommittee recommendations for equipment needed to start up the King Senior Center.  This equipment will be paid from the $5,300.00 in general purpose grant monies available through the NW Piedmont Council of Governments.

Derek Edwards made a motion to recommend that the King City Council approve the purchase of appliances quoted by Northwest Hardware and Appliances in the amount of $1,297.10.  Howell Patterson seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 7-0.
Howell Patterson made a motion to recommend that the King City Council approve the purchase of six (6) six-foot long tables at a cost of $45.00 each, thirty-six (36) chairs with arms at a cost of $39.87 each for a total cost for tables and chairs of $1,705.32.  Joe Perkins seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 7-0.
Joe Perkins made a motion to recommend that the King City Council approve the purchases made by Peggy Taylor of two (2) lamps, a framed print, and a solar clock and to reimburse her for these items in the amount of $100.91.  Mary Alderman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 7-0.
Peggy Taylor made a motion to recommend that the King City Council approve the purchase of a conferencing telephone at a cost of $40.00, a copy/fax/scanner at a cost of $199.98, a four-drawer filing cabinet at a cost of $120.00, a big bulletin board at a cost of $18.99, a dry erase board at a cost of $19.99, a clear plastic wall mount brochure holder at a cost of $125.00, an office chair, trashcans, and start up office supplies at a cost of $200.00, and window blinds at a cost of $108.00 for a total cost of $831.96.  Mary Alderman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 7-0.
It was the consensus of the board to recommend that the King City Council let Jessalyn Bridges of NWPCOG Area Agency of Aging check on a new computer to be purchased through the NW Piedmont Council of Governments at a cost of $600.00

Staffing

It was the consensus of the board to recommend that the King City Council use the remaining $764.71 to help pay the June 2007 Senior Center Director’s salary.

Derek Edwards made a motion to recommend that the King City Council advertise in the local newspaper for a part-time Senior Center Director’s position.  Peggy Taylor seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 7-0.
Jessalyn Bridges stated that she would get job descriptions for the Senior Center Director’s position as well as a list of questions to be used in the interview process.

At present two people have come forward who would be interested in working as a part-time paid Senior Center Director and would be willing to volunteer an additional 20 hours to the Center.  There are also two individuals who are interested in volunteering or filling the Board vacancy.  Mrs. Hatley stated that anyone who is interested in being appointed to fill the Senior Advisory Services Board vacancy should contact her at City Hall to get a committee application form.  These will be included in the City Council’s agenda package for their consideration and possible appointment.

Budget
Derek Edwards stated that he and Ms. Bridges would present a draft budget to the Board at the April 11, 2007 meeting.  Ms. Bridges stated that she would get dates for the Winston-Salem Grant applications for the board.
