
MINUTES

King Senior Center Advisory Board

Organizational Meeting

February 12, 2007

The City of King Senior Center Advisory Committee met at King Recreation Acres on Monday, February 12, 2007, at 2:00 p.m.  Present were:  Ex-officio member Mayor Jack Warren, Ex-officio member City Manager Scott Buffkin, City Clerk Tammy Hatley, NWPCOG Director of Area Agency of Aging Dean Burgess, NWPCOG Area Agency of Aging Jessalyn Bridges, Committee Members Derek Edwards, Howell Patterson, Tom Southern, Mary Alderman, Beth O’Neal, Joe Perkins, Ted Carmichael, and Peggy Taylor, Public Works Superintendent Ricky Lewis, Public Utilities Secretary Gina Calloway, and Public Works Building Custodian Sharon White.

Mayor Warren called the meeting to order at this time and thanked all the committee members for their willingness to serve our community.
Tom Southern offered the invocation.

City Manager Buffkin welcomed all members and informed them that the King City Council had approved a set of by-laws for this committee to operate under.  At this time a copy of the by-laws were passed out to each member for study and future reference.  Manager Buffkin informed the committee members that the City Council would be relying on them for recommendations for the activities to be held at this facility. Manager Buffkin then introduced Dean Burgess who is the Director for the Northwest Piedmont Council of Governments Area Agency on Aging.
Ms. Burgess addressed the committee at this time and informed them of the difference in a certified and non-certified facility and the differences in funding for each.  Ms. Burgess stated that there is approximately 4 million dollars set aside for funding Senior Centers in the 5 surrounding counties that may be used for in home services, adult daycare, nutrition programs, and transportation.  Ninety percent of this money is federally funded and the remaining ten percent is state funded.  Counties receive these monies in March of each year to spend on area senior agencies.  Our Senior Center would need to apply to Stokes County for a share of these funds.  Ms. Burgess said that her office would notify each group who is eligible to apply.
At this time Jessalyn Bridges gave a presentation to the committee about the general purpose and operations of senior centers, grant availability, the role of the Senior Center Director, programs and activities that are typically offered by Senior Centers, certification levels, comparative budgets and Director salaries, and the roles and responsibilities of the Advisory Board.

Manager Buffkin informed the committee members that this was an ideal time for them to start working on a budget since he will begin the city’s budget process in March and the programs developed for the Senior Center will be based upon the recommendations received from this committee.  Manager Buffkin reviewed the committee’s by-laws at this time.
NEXT STEPS

It was the consensus of the committee that the next steps they need to take will include addressing the following issues:

1. Election of Officers

2. Part-time/Full-time Director

3. Funding

4. Furniture

5. Appliances

6. Marketing and Publicity

SET DATE FOR NEXT MEETING
It was the consensus of the committee to meet at King Recreation Acres on Wednesday, March 14, 2007, at 10:30 a.m. and take a tour to observe the operation of the Walnut Cove Senior Center then return to King Recreation Acres for a meeting to elect officers and discuss possible programs for the King Senior Center. 

The committee requested the following items for their next meeting:

1. Committee member roster showing length of term

2. A list of other Senior Centers that are certified (from Ms. Burgess)
3. A copy of a newsletter from other senior centers (from Ms. Bridges)

Ms. Burgess informed the committee members that a treadmill will be provided by June 30, 2007 for use at the Senior Center for health promotion and disease prevention.

At this time Mayor Warren adjourned the meeting and invited the committee members to tour the Senior Center facility.
