King Senior Services Advisory Board

Regular Meeting

August 8, 2007

The City of King Senior Services Advisory Committee met at King Recreation Acres on Wednesday, August 8, 2007, at 10:00 a.m.  Present were:  Chairman Tom Southern, Vice-Chairman Howell Patterson, Committee Members Derek Edwards, Beth O’Neal, Mary Alderman, Ted Carmichael, Ex-Officio Member City Manager John Cater, and Jessalyn Bridges of the NWPCOG.
Chairman Southern called the meeting to order at this time and offered the invocation.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Chairman Southern made a motion to approve the July 11, 2007, regular meeting minutes as presented with spelling corrections for the names Garner and O’Neal.  Beth O’Neal seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 6-0.
UPDATES
Trip to Kernersville
Chairman Southern informed the board that he, Howell Patterson, and Suzan Garner had visited the Kernersville Senior Center.  
Chairman Southern knows the center and director Lisa from experience on a state inspection team.  It is a center of merit with a similar arrangement with a city sponsor regarding space and utilization of space but they work under the Shepherd Center non-profit organization based in Winston-Salem and Kernersville.  They coordinate volunteers for doctor visits, respite care, handyman services to allow senior to continue at home.  Chairman Southern suggested we may at a future date want to examine the Shepherd Center organizational structure very closely.  
Chairman Southern and Mr. Patterson were impressed with Lisa’s superior planning and organization of programs and classes and access to “Sr. Network” planning resource, dance classes, computer classes, card games, pool table, bingo games, and trips that tie in with a local church that has buses.  Mary Alderman noted that we need nine (9) regular programs for Center of Merit and fifteen (15) for a Center of Excellence.
Lisa stressed:  1) Use of a bulletin board as an information source
2) Establishing strong policies and procedures for use of the facility and 
    abiding strictly therewith.

Chairman Southern explained his experience as a delegate for the County to Senior Tarheel Legislature.
Progress made by Suzan at King Senior Center

Jessalyn Bridges stated that she had taken Senior Center Director Garner to Walnut Cove to meet Vicki and observe the operation and get contacts for Stokes County.  Jessalyn felt that this was a very beneficial meeting.
Jessalyn had two (2) other meetings to work on the SCOPE tool with Suzan.  Suzan is working from other center newsletters to identify activities that satisfy SCOPE requirements, find contacts and instructors and start establishing a schedule.

Suzan’s new phone number is 983-0751.  She doesn’t have her computer hooked up yet.

Jessalyn said that the City Council approved the application for two (2) Title 5 workers.  Suzan can apply for two and will hopefully get two. (Walnut Cove has two)  One worker in the mornings for documentation, attendance, etc. and one in the afternoons for maintenance and service.  Jessalyn is trying to get us a copy of another center’s policy and procedures as a resource for us to use.  Hopefully she can get us something at the regional meeting.

SUB-COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS
Subcommittee assignments were made from the interest survey.  Susie Grabs was appointed to replace Danny Bowen by the City Council.
Jessalyn and Suzan will use committees as a sounding board, resources, and will coordinate meetings as needed, approving her plans.

The main immediate needs are:

1) Fundraising

2) Governance

A motion was made by Derek Edwards to approve the subcommittee appointments.  Mary Alderman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 6-0.

PUBLICITY – Interest Survey

The board will wait for response to the newspaper article.  Chairman Southern suggests using churches and the library as a way to get questionnaires out to the targeted group for free.  Jessalyn will talk to Suzan about using this free resource.
COVERED DISH LUNCH/COFFEE SOCIAL

Targeted groups will be invited to come to a Covered Dish Lunch/Coffee Social to show off the facilities and explain services.  Churches and community groups such as the Lions Club, Rotary, Kiwanis, Garden Club, King Women’s Club, and YMCA are a way to get publicity and/or potential contributors.
PLAN GRAND OPENING CEREMONY
The board discussed preliminary plans for the grand opening ceremony.  The board concluded in a general way that the ceremony should consist of an opening statement by Tom , followed by remarks by the mayor.  Any elected officials in attendance should be recognized.  Perhaps a ribbon cutting ceremony would be a nice touch.. Dean Moore and the Chamber of Commerce could offer tips on this segment.  A general open house/social time would either precede or follow the ceremony.

Derek Edwards inquired about the Bill Johnson Trust Fund’s application deadline.  John will call Jerry to find out how to apply.
