
MINUTES

KING SENIOR SERVICES ADVISORY BOARD

REGULAR MEETING

April 7, 2009


The King Senior Services Advisory Board met on Tuesday, April 7, 2009 at 6:30 pm in the King Senior Center.  Members in attendance were H.P. Patterson, Beth O’Neal, Wanda Roberson, Derek Edwards, Mary Alderman, Jane Kiser, and Peggy Taylor.  Board Member Tom Southern and Suzy Grabs were absent with advance notice. Senior Center Director Suzan Garner also attended.   

The meeting was called to order by Vice Chairman H.P. Patterson.  The invocation was offered by Peggy Taylor. Vice-Chairman Patterson also called attention to the announcements in the agenda.  He called special attention to the Board Member training session with Dean Burgess scheduled for Thursday, May 21, 2009 at 6:30 at the Senior Center.

The minutes of the regular meeting on February 3, 2009 were reviewed.  A motion to approve the minutes was offered by Derek Edwards and seconded by Wanda Roberson.  The motion was approved unanimously without further discussion.  

The next agenda item was the ongoing one of progress to become a center of merit.  Director Suzan Garner reported that her mentor, Lisa Miller, from the Kernersville center had visited in King.  Her comments were favorable and encouraging.  Suzan is to visit the Kernersville center for comparison and further discussion with Lisa.* Suzan did mention that Lisa has been able to devote more attention to administrative matters like certification because she has a paid assistant for about 20 hours a week.  We do not have funding for a paid assistant at present and our application for a Title V worker is still on hold waiting for available slots.  Mayor Warren is aware of the delay and is hopeful of getting more information about when slots will open up through contacts at the Council of Government. 

The meeting moved to the next agenda item, the attachments from Director Garner for possible fundraising events. These were reviewed with generally favorable comments and encouragement to get participants at the center involved in running these kinds of activities.

The next agenda item was budget preparation and funding.  H.P. Patterson reported that he had discussed funding for the center with Leon Inman, Chairman of the Board of County Commissioner.  Mr. Inman had indicated that there was not at high probability of getting a budget amendment for this fiscal year, but we should get serious consideration for funding for fiscal year 2009-2010.  Suzan confirmed that city manager John Cater had also spoken to the county manager about some funding for the center.  There still seems to be some general confusion about the protocol for requesting funding from the county.   We know there needs to be a formal, written request for the county to fund the center for $10,000 in the form of a letter, but we are unclear on whether the letter should originate from the city manager or from the advisory board.  Beth O’Neal volunteered to get in touch with John Cater and try to determine who should write the letter.*  Derek Edwards suggested that the letter should contain specific items that are needed and could be funded with the county money.  Suzan is to prepare a “wish list”.*  Several ideas were thrown out as possible “wishes”---stipend for a part time worker,  rental of a portable machine to check blood pressure, additional tables, art supplies, an improved sound system,  a dehumidifier for the storage room, a stationary bike or treadmill, etc.  All of these items could promote our certification as a Center of Merit.
Director Garner’s departmental report on activities was favorably reviewed.  The second annual Senior Prom will be held on May 8.  

Derek Edwards suggested as the meeting concluded that it would be helpful to have specific action items and assigned responsible members to follow up between meetings and report at the next meeting.  Beth O’Neal offered to try to identify action items and the member who volunteer to follow up in the minutes.  
Upon completion of the agenda, the meeting was adjourned.  
Items identified as action items denoted with *

1. Suzan Garner to report on meeting with Lisa Miller of Kernersville Senior Center at Kernersville re: mentoring to become center of merit.  
2. Beth O’Neal to contact John Cater on protocol for who needs to write letter to county commissioners for request for funding.

3. Suzan Garner to provide “wish list’ for possible letter to county commissioners about funding.
