Regular Meeting

July 11, 2007

The City of King Senior Services Advisory Committee met at King Recreation Acres on Wednesday, July 11, 2007, at 10:00 a.m.  Present were:  Chairman Tom Southern, Vice-Chairman Howell Patterson, Committee Members Derek Edwards, Beth O’Neal, Mary Alderman, Ted Carmichael, and Peggy Taylor, Ex-Officio Members Mayor Jack Warren and City Manager John Cater, Mayor Pro Tempore Dillard Burnette, City Clerk Tammy Hatley, Interim City Manager Jerry Rothrock, Senior Center Director Suzan Garner and Jessalyn Bridges of the NWPCOG.
Chairman Southern called the meeting to order at this time and offered the invocation.

INTRODUCTION OF NEW CITY MANAGER AND SENIOR CENTER DIRECTOR
Mayor Pro Tempore Dillard Burnette introduced Mr. John Cater as the new King City Manager and Suzan Gardner as the new Senior Center Director.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Howell Patterson made a motion to approve the April 12, 2007, regular meeting minutes as presented.  Peggy Taylor seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 7-0.
NEW BUSINESS
Committee members were asked to volunteer to serve on subcommittees for Programming, Marketing/Publicity, and Fundraising.  Chairman Southern will announce the sub-committee members at the next regularly scheduled meeting.
Programming
Beth O’Neal made a motion to immediately begin using the SCOPE tool in order to achieve certification as soon as possible for the King Senior Center.  Derek Edwards seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 7-0.  Jessalyn Bridges informed the committee that SCOPE training would be held on September 21, 2007, at Chapel Hill, NC.
Marketing/Publicity
A general discussion was held regarding possible marketing and publicity strategies for the center.

Fundraising
Interim Manager Rothrock announced that the application process for the Bill Johnson Trust starts this month.  Jessalyn Bridges stated that grants which are currently in place for the King Senior Center are:  

1) General monies - approximately $5,300.00, which will become available in September 2007.
2) Outreach monies – approximately $600.00, which may be used for signs, advertising, and flyers.
3) Health & Wellness monies – approximately$600.00 - $1,200.00, which may be used for programming, to pay instructors, etc.
Set Date for Opening
Peggy Taylor made a motion to recommend that the King City Council set the Grand Opening Ceremony for the King Senior Center for Sunday, September 23, 2007, with a ribbon cutting ceremony at 2:00 p.m. followed by an open house from 2-4 p.m.  Beth O’Neal seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 7-0.

Any interested committee member is welcome to help Suzan coordinate the Grand Opening Ceremony.
ITEMS OF GENERAL CONCERN
Title 5 Volunteer
Jessalyn Bridges informed the committee that a Title 5 Volunteer could be obtained through the Older American’s Act.  A Title 5 Volunteer is a volunteer who is paid with Federal grant monies and is usually more dependable since they are being paid to be there.  If approved by Council, Jessalyn Bridges is willing to make the application for this worker.
Action
Beth O’Neal made a motion to recommend that the King City Council approve the application to obtain a Title 5 Volunteer.  Mary Alderman seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 7-0.
Survey Cards
The committee discussed the usefulness of creating a survey card for services and volunteers.

Volunteers
Peggy Taylor informed the committee that she had received the help of several nice young men from the Stokes Volunteer Center to place furniture in the Senior Center and gave City Clerk Hatley a list of people who had made donations to the Center so Thank You letters could be mailed to them.
