King Senior Services Advisory Board

Organizational Meeting

March 14, 2007

The City of King Senior Center Advisory Committee met at King Recreation Acres on Wednesday, March 14, 2007, at 10:00 a.m.  Present were:  Ex-officio member Mayor Jack Warren, Mayor Pro Tempore Dillard Burnette, Ex-officio member City Manager Scott Buffkin, City Clerk Tammy Hatley, NWPCOG Director of Area Agency of Aging Dean Burgess, NWPCOG Area Agency of Aging Jessalyn Bridges, Committee Members Derek Edwards, Howell Patterson, Tom Southern, Mary Alderman, Beth O’Neal, Joe Perkins, Ted Carmichael, and Peggy Taylor, Public Works Superintendent Ricky Lewis, Public Utilities Secretary Gina Calloway, and Public Works Building Custodian Sharon White. Danny Bowen was unable to attend.
Upon determination that all members were present, the group left by van to tour the Walnut Cove Senior Center where they were given a tour by the Center Director, Vicki East.  Ms. East explained the daily operations and programs at the Walnut Cove Senior Center.  Committee members were able to observe exercise programs, quilting lessons, and an auction in progress during the tour.  Once the tour was complete, the committee then returned to King Recreation Acres where they had lunch and held an organizational meeting.
Mayor Warren called the organizational meeting to order at this time and thanked everyone for making time during their busy day to take the Walnut Cove Senior Center tour and attend the meeting.  Mayor Warren then informed the committee members that Danny Bowen had called and asked that he be allowed to resign and have the City Council appointed someone else to complete the remainder of his term if all committee meetings are to be held during normal business hours.  Mr. Bowen’s term is for one (1) year.  Mayor Warren requested that the committee members ask anyone they know who would be interested in filling this vacancy to contact City Hall and fill out a committee application form.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS
At this time the floor was opened for nominations.
Peggy Taylor nominated Tom Southern as Chairman of the King Senior Center Advisory Committee.  Howell Patterson seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 9-0.
Peggy Taylor nominated Joe Perkins as Vice-Chairman of the King Senior Center Advisory Committee.  Derek Edwards seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 9-0.  Mr. Perkins declined the position due to family obligations.

Peggy Taylor nominated Howell Patterson at Vice-Chairman of the King Senior Center Advisory Committee.  Derek Edwards seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 9-0.

Peggy Taylor nominated Beth O’Neal as secretary of the King Senior Center Advisory Committee.  Howell Patterson seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 9-0.

SET REGULAR MEETING DATE
It was the consensus of the committee to hold their regular meetings at 10:00 a.m. on the second Wednesday of each month at the King Senior Center. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Derek Edwards made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Beth O’Neal seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 9-0.
OLD BUSINESS
Director’s Position

Ms. Dean Burgess, Director for the Northwest Piedmont Council of Governments Area Agency on Aging told the committee that the Director’s position can be a city job, where the Director receives benefits and generally reports to a Parks & Recreation Director, a contract employee who would be considered independent with no supervisor, or a stand-alone position where the Director would report to an advisory board.  Manager Buffkin informed that committee that the City Council probably wants to start with a part-time Director.  Ms. Burgess stated that there is also the possibility of hiring a part-time employee who would also volunteer on a part-time basis. 
It was the consensus of the committee that the person hired for the Senior Center Director’s job should have the following qualifications:
· Ability to create and submit a budget to the City Manager.

· Be able to write grant applications.

· High School Diploma

· Computer Skills

· Small Business Skills

· Experience working with seniors, a Senior Center, or something comparable.

· Be available to travel for training for up to two (2) days at a time.

· Be a people person.

· Be willing to work full time for an average of $20,000.00 per year or if part-time then on an hourly basis.

Funding

Grant Funding

Ms. Burgess informed the committee that there were several sources of grant funding for senior centers. Ms. Burgess stated that there is currently $5,300.00 in general purpose grant monies available to be used to help start the King Senior Center.  This money may be used to purchase furniture, appliances, salaries, or anything else necessary to get the center up and running.  Ms. Burgess explained that this money would likely be an annual grant, but must be used each year before the end of June. There is $500.00 available for Senior Center Outreach and $1,000.00 for wellness programs.

It was the consensus of the committee to use a portion of the money for the Senior Center Director’s salary for the month of June 2007 and to use the remaining money to purchase appliances and furnishings for the center. 
The process for using this money will be for the committee to submit requested purchases to the King City Council for approval.  The City of King will then pay for the approved items and submit proof of payment to the North Carolina Council of Governments for reimbursement from the grant.
By consensus, the committee appointed Peggy Taylor, Beth O’Neal, and Mary Alderman as members of a sub-committee to put together a list of furniture and equipment needed and the costs for these items.  The committee will review this request and then submit it to the King City Council at their April 2, 2007, meeting. 
Local Funding

It was the consensus of the committee to ask the Stokes County Commissioners to fund the King Senior Center for the same amount as the Walnut Cove Center.
Senior Center Budget Requests to the City of King FY 2007/08
It was the consensus of the committee that Derek Edwards, with the assistance of Jessalyn Bridges, prepare the draft budget request to present to the City of King for FY 2007/2008 and bring it back to the committee for approval.  This request will need to be submitted to the City Manager by April 14, 2007, and no later than the end of April 2007.
At this time Jessalyn Bridges handed out notebooks and gave a brief overview of the North Carolina Senior Center Certification Process.  Ms. Bridges also handed out newsletters from many North Carolina Senior Centers.
Derek Edwards made a motion to table the discussion on Publicity and Marketing until the next regular meeting.  Howell Patterson seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 9-0.

Mr. Edwards noted that the committee had not received the list of certified Senior Centers that they had requested.  Mr. Edwards also requested that the committee be provided with a list of available resources for grants and a sample budget for a senior center.  Ms. Bridges said that she would provide this at the next meeting.
The Committee voted by consensus to hold a called meeting at 10:00 a.m. on Friday, March 23, 2007, at the King Senior Center for the purpose of discussing:
1. Purchase of Furniture/Equipment/Supplies

2. Budget

3. Staffing

ADJOURNMENT
Chairman Southern adjourned the meeting at this time.
