KING SENIOR SERVICES ADVISORY BOARD

REGULAR MEETING

NOVEMBER 14, 2007

The King Senior Services Advisory Board met at the King Senior Center on Wednesday, November 14, 2007, at 10:00 a.m.  Present were:  Chairman Tom Southern, Secretary Beth O’Neal, Susie Grabs, Mary Alderman, Peggy Taylor, and Senior Center Director Suzan Garner.
Call to order and invocation-Tom

Announcements-Tom per agenda

Approval of minutes. Motion for approval-Susie, second-Peggy  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 5-0.
Happenings at the Senior Center-Suzan gave a report

-Computer Basic Classes are in progress.  Most of the participants enrolled are over 55.

-Pat Adkins is conducting line dancing classes.  There is a fee for these classes that Ms. Adkins collects             herself, but the center gets credit for the activity.

-Bridge is getting started

-Not many attendees for crafts yet, but we had a nice turn out for the Halloween craft party.  26 attended.  Theme refreshments were served such as “witches Brew” and spider cupcakes.  Most of the attendees were from the lunch program who came down.  YVETTI bus took them home at no charge to us. Suzan reports the YVETTI driver has been very co-operative.
- Thursday is music day for the lunch program with the King Sr. Band.  After music, Suzan has bingo and many of the lunch participants come down.  

-Suzan hopes to have a quilting class ready to start soon.  She believes she has located a suitable instructor and is working on scheduling.  This will probably be an early evening activity to allow participants who are still working to enroll.  

Future events

-Bob Carroll/cookout.  Arrangements of the presentation by Mr. Carroll were discussed.  Tom has a PA system he will bring and set up for Mr. Carroll to use.  Mr. Plunk will handle the cookout.  Suzan is expecting about 75 to attend.  For that number we will need tables (the American Legion) and chairs from upstairs.  The set up will be similar to the open house.  
-Bus Trip.  Tom reported that there were 26 confirmed and paid reservations for the bus trip to the Billy Graham library.  He is confident we will have the 30 person minimum.  Any over that minimum number will be profit to the Sr. Center; Travel Specialist is not making any profit on the senior trips.  We will take up a voluntary contribution to the library (admission is free) and also for a tip for the bus driver.  

Budget Review-Peggy made a motion to table discussion of the budget review and department expenses information since neither Derek Edwards nor John Crater could attend the meeting.  Susie seconded.  Vote was unanimous.  We were told that the city council did formally separate the senior center budget from the Recreation Acres budget at the last meeting on November 5.

EXERCISE Equipment- Suzan reported that the exercise equipment that had been donated was checked out by Randall Norman who is the district facility director for the YMCA.  He found the equipment to be in acceptable condition but suggested putting mats under the equipment to prevent slipping.  

Suzan reported that she has had some preliminary discussions with the new director at the Stokes Family YMCA about reciprocal programming.  He was very interested in pursing this as well but has only been on the job for about a month.  
COUNCIL APPROVAL OF POLICIES, MISSION STATEMENT, AND VISION STATEMENT.  After Dean Burgess and the city attorney signed off on the proposed language approved by the advisory at our last meeting, the City Council formally approved all at their most recent meeting.  The city attorney had recommended only a minor change in wording concerning computer classes with Forsyth Tech.  Since no substantive changes were made, no further action was required by the advisory board.

MISCELLANEOUS-Suzan said we have applied for 2 Title V workers with the Urban League.  The person in charge of this area has been on medical leave for about 3 months, so she didn’t know the exact status of our application but will follow up and continue to pursue.  

-We have not heard from the Bill Johnson Trust grant application yet.  

-Committees- Tom suggested that we need emphasis on planning and programming in a capacity to review and recommend and also in fundraising.
