



MINUTES

King Senior Services Advisory Board

October 10, 2007
The City of King Senior Services Advisory Committee met at King Recreation Acres on Wednesday, October 10, 2007, at 10:00 a.m.  Present were:  Chairman Tom Southern, Vice-Chairman Howell Patterson, Secretary Beth O’Neal, Joe Perkins, Derek Edwards, Ted Carmichael, Peggy Taylor, Susie Grabbs, Ex-Officio Member John Cater and Senior Center Director Suzan Garner
Chairman Southern called the meeting to order at this time and offered the invocation.

ANNOUNCEMENTS

Chairman Southern read the following announcements:

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Peggy Taylor made a motion to approve the September 12, 2007, regular meeting minutes as presented.  Howell Patterson seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously with a vote of 8-0.
RIBBON CUTTING/OPEN HOUSE 
Chairman Southern opened a general discussion of the recent ribbon cutting/open house by expressing appreciation for the efforts of everyone involved.  Mr. Southern thought the event came off very nicely and was well done.  Senior Center Director Garner reported that the count from her sign in book and travel club cards that were filled out put attendance at about 114-115.  Mary Alderman and Suzan Garner did a great job with the refreshments.  All those in attendance seemed to be impressed with the facility and also seemed to enjoy coming.  

COMMITTEE MEETINGS
Chairman Southern expressed concern about getting the committees organized.  There are several items that need to be referred to committees from the last meeting.  Also, we need to begin some publicity efforts and fund raising to keep attendance growing and to maintain our budget goals as participation increases.  Chairman Southern deferred further discussion on this topic until the end of the meeting when, if time permits, the individual committees will take a few moments to establish priorities and convenient meeting times.  
FEE SCHEDULES/ACTIVITIES AND CLASSES
Senior Center Director Garner reported that the Chi Kung class started this past Monday.  She had 4 participants, but those who came enjoyed it very much and are telling their friends, so she expects the numbers to increase gradually.  This class is free to participants but cost the center $40 per class regardless of numbers.  This is consistent with charges to other centers in the area.  Wendy from Pallative Care also came and did blood pressure checks before and after the class for the participants.  
Senior Center Director Garner said that fees for the classes Forsyth Tech offers through the center are set by Forsyth Tech.  Some classes offer discounts to seniors, but the personal enrichment classes do not offer discounts.  

Senior Center Director Garner informed the board of the following:

1. Pat Adkins, a well known instructor for dance classes, will offer shag classes, probably in November for couples, at $25 per couple for 4 classes.  Line dance classes are also scheduled to start in November; the fee for these classes is $3 per class for ages 55+ and $5 per class for ages under 55.

2. Sonya Harris will begin craft classes on Tuesday’s 2 times per month after the lunch meal upstairs.  Yveddi will provide transportation home for seniors who attend for lunch and stay for crafts.  This activity is free except for the cost of supplies for participants.
The discussion turned to ways to promote these activities.  Suggestions included putting out flyers at Bingo, sending flyers to church senior groups, contacting assisted living facilities directors, etc.  Board members were told the City is working to improve the signage so the center will be more visible to passersby.  Senior Center Director Garner has been invited and will speak to the Rotary Club on Oct 18.  She is also going to the King Extension Club, and is working out a time to visit with the Lions Club.  These Civic organizations were also targets for donation solicitation in our original budget.

Senior Center Director Garner reports that Thursday morning is music morning for the meal participants upstairs.  Last week participants in the meal were encouraged to come down to the Senior Center after lunch for bingo.  Ms. Garner is also working to set up a speaking program for Robert Carroll and other local “authors” to give information lectures about their area of experiences or special interest.  Another possible speaker in this program might be Joel Spach who authored “All Roads Lead Home.”
MISSION STATEMENT/VISION STATEMENT

The Board discussed the need for a Mission Statement and Vision Statement for publicity flyers, etc.  Senior Center Director Garner provided several examples of both types of statements from other senior centers.  The Board discussed several combinations of language and come up with the following:  
MISSION STATEMENT

The King Senior Center is an extra-governmental facility affiliated with the City of King dedicated to providing services and opportunities to citizens 55 years and older and their families.  It is publicly and privately funded and operates for all senior adults in the community, regardless of race, color, religion, sex, national origin or disability.  The King Senior Center exists to enrich the lives of seniors through programs and services that will improve their health and wellness, decrease their loneliness and isolation, and provide social, economic, and educational opportunities that will enhance their quality of life.

VISION STATEMENT

Enhancing the quality of life for senior adults through education, recreation and interaction with others.
Action
Derek Edwards moved to adopt the proposed language for the King Senior Center Mission Statement/Vision Statement.  Howell Patterson seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously with a vote of 8-0.
GENERAL PARTICIPATION POLICY

Senior Center Director Garner presented a draft general participation policy she had been working on that is modeled after the one used by Davie County. The Board reviewed this draft and felt very comfortable with the proposal.  The members of the governance committee were all in attendance and they unanimously approved the language.  
Action
Derek Edwards moved that the language of this proposed policy be adopted subject to approval by the city attorney and Dean Burgess.  If there are any objections or changes by either, then the draft will come back to the advisory board.  Howell Patterson seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved by a vote of 8-0.  

BUDGET REPORT
The board reviewed an interim budget report from the city.  John Cater informed the board that for some reason the line items adopted by the board as the Senior Center proposed budget in June/July were blended into one budget for all of Recreation Acres operations.  Several board members were concerned that this made it very difficult to tell how our expenses versus revenue were progressing.  Derek asked City Manager Cater if it were possible to extract the Senior Center items from the combined form budget.  Manager Cater told us yes, but with difficulty.  He did not know the reason the budgeting for Recreation Acres was combined this way but will make inquiry.  
Action
Derek Edwards made a motion that Manager Cater come back to the Board at our next meeting with more information and a revised expenditure/revenue summary separating the Senior Center from the rest of Recreation Acres operations. Peggy Taylor seconded the motion. This motion was unanimously approved by a vote of 8-0.  

GENERAL CONCERN

Senior Center Director Garner informed the board that the exercise equipment donated to the Senior Center by King Outreach has not been inspected yet.  King Outreach has also donated a wheelchair that will need to be inspected.  

The King American Legion Auxiliary has agreed to donate 4 very nice, sturdy, but light weight card tables to be used for bridge, etc.  These tables have been ordered from Sam’s Club.
Derek Edwards told the board that the King Lions Club has been working with the City Council to obtain permission to purchase and install a display case somewhere in Recreation Acres to contain items concerning the history of the development of Recreation Acres and the important role the Lions Club played in making this facility a reality several years ago.  Mr. Edwards asked the board if it would support or had any objection to the display case being placed in the sitting room of the Senior Center, perhaps as a corner piece.  The idea of having the display on rollers to be easily moved was discussed and not favored for safety reasons, but otherwise this idea was enthusiastically endorsed by the board. 
Action

Derek Edwards made a motion to support the display case for the Lions Club and allow the immobile case to be placed in the Senior Center sitting room. Howell Patterson seconded the motion.  The motion was passed unanimously by a vote of 8-0.
After a brief revisiting of committees and a general discussion that publicity and fundraising were our main areas of immediate concern, Chairman Southern adjourned the meeting. 
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
